Opportunity:
Dearborn, Michigan has the highest concentration of Arab Muslims outside of the Middle East.  In a 12 square mile area around our worksite, there are 40,000 Arab Muslims. The mission of this church is to reach out in culturally appropriate ways. 

You will have the opportunity to be a part of any or all of our three “sub-teams”:  

(1) Outreach – assisting with local campus ministry, evangelism, and on-campus events geared toward reaching Muslim in the surrounding community.

(2) Intercession / Helps – community prayer walks, strategic intercession aligned with church’s vision and goals; also, helps ministry to meet practical needs.

(3) Construction / Renovation – focusing on developing a coffeehouse adjacent to the worship center on a main thoroughfare in Dearborn.
